She is sorrel 

in color with a white star 

and snip on her face.

Cat has 

big, soft brown eyes and 

loves treats and hugs. 
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Black Gold Chance (Chance) 

is a registered quarter horse. 

Chance is black in color with 

just a bit of white on his hind 

feet. He loves his job with the 

riders and when he is being 

led by any rider, he adjusts 

his steps to match that 

personôs speed whether 

he/she is walking, using a 

walker, or a wheelchair. 

Chance is our backriding 

horse and the most trusted 

therapy horse we have. 

Chance loves hugs and 

kisses from the riders and is 

extremely polite when taking 

his treats.
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Cherokee is an 
Appaloosa horse. He 
is one of the taller 
therapy horses. 
Cherokee has a nice 
trot for riders to 
learn how to sit a 
trot and although he 
needs a little 
encouragement to 
keep working, he 
loves the attention 
he gets from 
everyone. 
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Estar is a grey Arabian 
gelding. He has a lot of energy.

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Freckles is a quarter horse 
cross. During the summer 
months we can see the 
freckles he has all over his 
body, but during the winter he 
looks just white with all of his 
winter hair. Freckles is a 
willing worker with a long, 
steady stride. Freckles 
started his career at JPEC as 
a trail horse until we 
discovered his therapy horse 
talents. 
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Harley is a black Shetland 
pony with a star on his 
forehead. He gets very 
fuzzy in the winter with all 
his thick winter hair.
